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RESIDENTIAL INSPECTION SERVICES 
Short Form Inspection (typical home)

Inspection consists of a twenty minute exterior and lot inspection to detect minor and major problems. A five minute examination (from the ground) of the roof and overhangs is performed and pictures are taken to document both. A twenty minute walk through of the home is performed to detect any major structural issues and evidence of leaks in ceilings and walls. A ten minute examination is performed on the homes main electrical service panel and the homes exterior compressor. No examination of the homes electrical, plumbing or heating/AC systems is performed. The inspector will look for any obvious conditions that could affect life or safety. 

Note: If the inspection is performed in the morning then the client can have a typed copy the same day.

Standard Long Form Inspection (typical home)

This is a detailed report that covers the exterior and interior of the home including the homes electrical, plumbing and Heating/AC systems. This report is accompanied by photos showing the condition of both the exterior and interior of the home. 

Note: A handwritten field report is provided to the client the same day and the typed report with photos is emailed to the client the following morning.

Stage or Progress Inspections (typical home)

These inspections are performed when the home is under construction. Inspections are performed when 1) the footer is poured, 2) the slab is poured, 3) the roof is dried in, 4) electrical, plumbing and heating/AC is roughed-in and 5) the home is completed and ready for occupancy.

The inspector will provide a detailed report for each stage of completion and Atlas will discuss with the client and contractor any problems observed by the inspector. The goal is to insure that the client is receiving what he contracted for and that the client has no problems after move in.At the completion of construction Atlas will provide to the client a detailed typed report covering all five stages of inspection. This report can be used with the client’s lender. 

Handwritten field reports are provided at completion of inspection to the client.

Typed reports with photos are provided the following morning by email to the client.
